Question to AGL arising from concerns from The Gloucester Project membership

1. Chemicals

i.Can AGL please give full disclosure of all the chemicals (brand names and CAS) used in the fraccing and drilling processes. Please include all inputs such as solvents, lubricants, anti-corrosives. From previous information that you provided we know that guar and soy bean extract are used but we also need to know all the contents of the mixes and chemicals used to maintain and operate the machinery. 

ii. If unable to provide this information why not?

iii. If not under what conditions can we find out for health monitoring for 

a. workers

b. residents

c. horticulture

2. OH&S

i. Are HAZCHEM lists displayed at each wellhead and drilling site

ii. Are union members and employees being notified what chemicals they are being exposed to. Can these please be made available to the public

iii. Has the RFS been notified of what chemicals are being used for the drilling and fraccing. What precautions / notices are available at each site in case of threat from fire. As you would realise if volunteers shave to attend a fire near or at a drilling site they need to know what gear to wear to protect themselves fro chemical exposure. If toxic gases were inhaled during a fire not only could the health of the firefighters be compromised but AGL would be liable if all chemicals are not notified.

iv. What monitoring procedures and equipment are being used to check fine airborne particulate matter, gas and water soluble chemicals during and after drilling and fraccing.

v. What monitoring and testing is being carried out for the accumulative affects of drilling and fraccing processes on the water courses, aquifers and surrounding pastures ( including machine lubricants,solvents, 

vi. Does AGL have MSDS (A Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) is a document that contains information on the potential health effects of exposure to chemicals, or other potentially dangerous substances, and on safe working procedures users should adhere to when handling chemical products)

vii. Does AGL use CAS numbers to identify the chemicals used in production or just brand names.

Re Naturally Occurring Radioactive Material (NORM)
At the AGL CCC can you ask whether they have checked for NORM in their drill samples and if some NORM has been found what has been done with the radioactive material and what is the level of exposure to the general public when such a drill hole is on their land.
